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What is a Choi Kwang-Do Seminar?

To put it simply, a seminar is an opportunity for all Choi Kwang-Do students all over the area, nation, and
world to come together in order to learn proper exercise and movements while training directly with the
person who created and developed Choi Kwang-Do — Grandmaster Kwang Choi himself. As students of Choi
Kwang-Do, we all learn from our Chief Instructors all of the time. This is your opportunity to train with the
person who has trained your instructors!!!

Who is Eligible for the Seminar?
All Choi Kwang-Do and Little Ninja students and their families are eligible. Students participate on the
floor while family members can observe as spectators (unless they decide to start their Choi Kwang-Do
training ). Remember white belts - you get to be in the front row!!!

Where is the Seminar Being Held?

The Michigan Seminar is being held at Liberty School which is located at 7265 N. Ann Arbor St. Saline,
Michigan on Saturday, November 15, 2008. There are other events such as the demonstration exhibitions,
Instructor training with Grandmaster Choi, and Instructor Education Sessions that are held at various times
throughout the weekend. Details can be found in the seminar information packet or online at
www.ckdmi.com. You may also contact your Chief Instructor for additional information.

What Are the Events and Times?
The Michigan Seminar will start lining up at 9:50 am for all students (both children and adult). After the
morning session, there will be a break during which time a fun-filled and exciting Demonstration Team
Exhibition will occur. Then after the adults will line up around 1:50 pm until the seminar is complete.

Are Cameras Allowed at the Seminar?

Still mode cameras are allowed and encouraged for spectators. Students should not have cameras with
them while on the floor. Video taping of the seminar is not allowed EXCEPT during the demonstration team
exhibition. Otherwise, video cameras should remain off or only used in still picture mode. We ask that
anyone taking still pictures to please refrain from impeding the view of the official seminar photographer and
the students' view of the action at all times.

Will Lunch Be Provided?

Lunch will not be provided at the seminar. There will be some limited concessions (snacks and drinks) at
the event. There are also nearby fast food restaurants if desired. Students are encouraged to pack snack
items or lunch items in order to enjoy the demonstration exhibitions. Glass containers will not be permitted in
the training area (Gymnasium) at any time. Food and colored drinks are not permitted on the gym floor.

What Should | Bring to the Seminar?

All students should bring and wear their full Choi Kwang-Do Official Uniform — to include jacket, pants, and
belt. Students may wear a t-shirt under their Uniform Jacket if they wish. There will be a place to change at
when you arrive. Students should also bring a training bag — with their name on it — and be sure their hand
and foot pads are in the bag along with your uniform. Students may also bring a water bottle (plastic please)
and/or snack items for lunch if they wish. Video games, personal CD players, and other valuables should be
left at home as we are not responsible for any lost or missing items.

Where Can | Stay While | Am There?

Venues for all events were established in Southeast Michigan so that Michigan Choi Kwang-Do students
should be close enough to all events from their home to not require any hotel stays. Out of town guests or
those wishing to be closer to the action can find information on hotels in Michigan Seminar Travel Package
located at www.ckdmi.com, at which special rates have been established.

What is the Cost?
The seminar fees are very reasonable at $55 for one adult and $35 for one child. Family rates are
available and depend on whether the family members are all children, all adults, or mixed children and adults.
The family rates are as follows:

Family Classification Two Three Four
All Children $60 $85 $110
All Adults $90 $120 $150
Family (mixed Children and Adults) $80 $110 $140

Spectators and the general public may observe for no charge. Please note that students are not permitted as
spectators unless unable to train due to injury.

The cost for the Instructor Training with Grandmaster Choi is $50 for a Chief/Head Instructor and $35 for
Assistant Instructors. This training will be held Friday night. There are also Instructor Business Development
Workshops scheduled. Please see your Chief Instructors for days, times, and costs.

How Do | Register for the Seminar and Instructor Ev  ents?

All students should register and pay directly at any one of our Southeast Michigan Choi Kwang-Do
locations. In addition, Instructors can sign up for the Instructor Workshops at their schools as well. Please
note that for those who previously registered for the seminar online (for the previously scheduled June
seminar) and did not get a refund, you are still registered for the November Seminar. Check with your chief
instructor to be sure.

When was the last time we had a Michigan Seminar?
The last Michigan Seminar was held in 2005. So it has been three years since the last Michigan Seminar.
It is important to note that these Seminars with Grandmaster Choi are very special rare events and it may be
a long time before we have another opportunity to host one.

As a Choi Kwang-Do student, you have the opportunity to learn and train directly from a world famous
Grandmaster Instructor — Grandmaster Kwang Choi. Most martial art students will never have the opportunity
to do this in their lifetime! You may be even be fortunate enough to have Grandmaster Choi fix one of your
techniques so be sure someone from your family has a camera ready! Whether you have attended seminars
in the past or may be attending for the first time, we encourage all of you to join in on the fun and excitement!
Come and see why entire organizations from other martial arts styles have abandoned their traditional ways
simply after watching Grandmaster Choi demonstrate this incredible art. If you think your instructor is good,
watch how fast Grandmaster Choi makes them seem like a white belt all over again! So we invite all of you to

Grandmaster Kwang Choi.
